‭of‬ ‭India‬ ‭laid‬ ‭the‬ ‭foundation‬ ‭stone‬ ‭of‬ ‭the‬ ‭Vidyapeetha‬ ‭on‬ ‭4th‬ ‭January‬ ‭1962.‬‭The‬‭basic‬‭objective‬‭of‬

‭setting‬‭up‬‭the‬‭Vidyapeetha‬‭was‬‭to‬‭impart‬‭and‬‭improve‬‭Sanskrit‬‭Teacher‬‭Education,‬‭to‬‭accelerate‬‭the‬
