Participant’s Profile: A total number of 144 Ph.D and M.Phil research scholars
from different shastras of Sanskrit have registered as sub-editor of the program
initiated.
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About e-bharatisampat, a Samskrit Digital Library.

E-bharatisampat is a Samskrit digital library. The prime goal of this project is to
bring all the Samskrit literary forms on to a single platform and to develop flawless
searchable content of the same. The collection has crossed 1.5 lakh Samskrit and
Samskrit/Samskriti related book till date and those are continuously processed and
uploaded those on the project website. The access to the each content on the website
Is free of cost and the project provides opportunity for the public to register as Editors
and to edit the searchable content to make it flawless. The project focuses specially
digitizing and publishing the ‘out-of-print’ literary works.

The project provides opportunities for the young researchers to cooperate with the
project and enhance and enrich their knowledge.

Description about the Program: On the inaugural function, Sri Dinesh Kamath,
All India organizational secretary of Samskrita Bharati was the Chief Guest. In his
Chief Guest address, he emphasized the role of Sanskrit scholars in protecting the
language as well as propagating ways to popularize it.
